A\ SAFETY

NEVER tow a Baler on a public highway at a speed
greater than 20 mph (32 kmh). Unless otherwise
prohibited, use a Slow-moving Vehicle Emblem.

BE SURE that the Telescoping PTO Drive rotates free-

ly inside the Drive Shield Tubes at all times. Balers are
provided with two different types of Telescoping
Drives; one Drive has Metal Shield Tubes and the other
has Plastic Shield Tubes. The Drive with Plastic Shield
Tubes MUST be anchored to a hole in a part of the
Baler Frame with the Tie-down Chain provided. The
Drive with Metal Shield Tubes MUST NOT be
- anchored.

BE SURE to review and comply with ALL Safety
recommendations set forth in the tractor operator’s

Bales made with the Round Baler are LARGE,
CYLINDRICAL and HEAVY. Serious personal injury
or property damage could result if the Bales are NOT
carefully and properly handled.
